While the Senate already holds a
Republican majority, this election will determine the outcome of the majority in the State
House.

HABBA TO GARDEN STATE
Alina Habba has been selected by President Donald Trump  to serve as New Jersey's
top federal prosecutor. Habba will be succeeding John Giordano after he has been
named by the Administration as U.S. Ambassador for Namibia. Habba, who has previously
been a senior advisor to the President, received her higher education in the
Commonwealth. She received her bachelor's degree in political science from Lehigh
University and law degree from Widener University Law School in Harrisburg.

WRONG NUMBER
The Atlantic reported that senior members of President Donald Trump’s Cabinet
discussed military operations in Yemen on a group chat that mistakenly included journalist
Jeffrey Goldberg. The Trump Administration acknowledged the authenticity of the
messages, which were sent via the encrypted app Signal, but did not elaborate on the
circumstances surrounding their use. In response, officials initiated a review of Signal’s
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role in government communications.

MONEY BY MAIL
According to PA Treasurer Stacy Garrity, thousands of individuals will receive checks
via the Money Match Program. The plan intends to connect unclaimed property with its
recipient by check. Those with unclaimed property up to $500 are eligible to receive the
funds. In total, the first round will pay out $1.7 million.

INVESTMENTS
Last week, leaders from the Crispus Attucks Center, the Shapiro Administration, and the
local Manufacturer’s Association members announced a $100,000 grant to support
manufacturing job training in York. The funding will help expand the center’s
Manufacturing Training to Career Program, equipping young people with the skills needed
to enter the industry. The Governor's Office highlighted that his proposed budget includes
more funding for similar initiatives.
