PennDOT Secretary Mike Carroll just announced 124 infrastructure upgrades worth
$947.3 million across south-central Pennsylvania. Blending $544 million of 2024 carry-
over work with $402 million planned for 2025, the program spans Adams, Cumberland,
Dauphin, Franklin, Lancaster, Lebanon, Perry, and York counties. Crews will rehabilitate,
reconstruct, or resurface 121 highway miles and 16 bridges. Orange barrels blossoming
signal the start of spring!

PA JOINS THE TABLE
Governor Josh Shapiro  has signed an agreement making Pennsylvania the sixth state to
join the Multi-State Internet Gaming Agreement (MSIGA) for online poker. This move
allows the state’s estimated 150,000 online poker players to compete with others across
five states, expanding prize pools and boosting competition. Pennsylvania is the largest
state in the shared market, which now covers more than 38 million Americans.

THAW
After weeks of rising tensions, President Donald Trump is now signaling a potential
rollback of steep tariffs on Chinese imports. With U.S. tariffs on Chinese goods reaching
145%, the shift brings relief to American businesses dependent on global trade. Trump says
a fair and fast deal is in the works, aiming to restart economic momentum between the
world’s two largest economies. Markets responded positively, though Beijing remains
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cautious as negotiations continue.
