TICK TOCK
Senate Majority Leader Joe Pittman told reporters on Wednesday regarding a timely
budget, “I see no practical way that a budget will be completed on June 30.”. During the
press conference, Pittman explained that a proposed $2 billion increase in Medicaid
funding remains a key challenge in negotiations. He also noted that the taxation and
regulation of recreational marijuana will not be included in the final budget.

RINGING IN 250

TRUST FUND TROUBLE
The clock is ticking faster for Social Security. A new report shows its trust fund is now
expected to run out of money in 2034, one year sooner than previously projected. The
faster timeline is mostly due to a law expanding benefits for railroad and public pension
recipients. Without congressional action, benefits could be cut by up to 23 percent.
Combining retirement and disability funds would only delay the shortfall by one year.
Medicare is also feeling the pressure, with its hospital trust fund now projected to be
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depleted by 2033.
