Philadelphia Mayor Cherelle Parker's $2 billion housing initiative just cleared a major
hurdle. Philadelphia City Council has given early approval to a set of five bills supporting
her plan, including authorization to borrow $800 million. The proposal, known as
H.O.M.E., aims to create and preserve 30,000 housing units and support programs like
rental aid and home repairs. After tense negotiations, the Council also advanced key
zoning changes to boost development. A final vote is set for June 12, keeping the mayor’s
goal on track to align the plan with the city's next budget.
