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ARTIFACT ACCOUNTABILITY

The State Museum of Pennsylvania has shut down its Native American exhibit to comply
with federal law that requires the return of sacred artifacts and human remains to Tribal
Nations. This move follows updates to the Native American Graves Protection and
Repatriation Act, which mandates institutions receiving federal funds to repatriate items.
The museum, which holds over 900 remains and nearly 80,000 funerary objects, is now
working closely with tribes to return them.

Lindsey and Tim Pierce of London, Ohio, have welcomed a baby boy from an embryo
frozen for over 30 years, which is now the longest-frozen embryo to result in a live birth.
The embryo, originally frozen in 1994 and donated in 2022 through the Snowflakes
Embryo Adoption Program, was implanted last November at Rejoice Fertility in
Tennessee. The clinic, which also held the previous record, says the successful birth
highlights the potential of long-preserved embryos when handled with care.
