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CEREMONY

The Pennsylvania National Guard gained 18 new members this week during a ceremony in the
Capitol rotunda. The new recruits took their oaths on the Capitol steps as part of the Department of
Military and Veterans Affairs annual Guard-Veterans event, where it celebrates and supports
veterans alongside its newest service members. The recruits will now go to basic training before
joining the nation's third-biggest National Guard. 

IMAGE ABUSE

House Bill 2252 passed the Pennsylvania House and now advances to the Senate. The bill,
introduced by State Representative Emily Kinkead, strengthens accountability for image-based
sexual abuse by including those created using generative AI. It also expands Pennsylvania law to
include perpetrators who were not intimate partners of the victim and individuals who engaged in
reckless distribution.

ROBOTICS COMMISSION

U.S. Senator Dave McCormick (R-PA), alongside fellow U.S. Senators, recently introduced a bill
to create a national robotics commission. This commission would assess the country's
competitiveness in robotics and develop policy recommendations to strengthen it. McCormick
hopes that the bill can reduce reliance on foreign technology and improve national security while
supporting the skilled robotics workforce prevalent in Pennsylvania. 

A GROWING SUCCESS

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is removing Northeastern Bulrush from the endangered species
list after finding an abundance in various states, specifically Pennsylvania. According to the
Western Pennsylvania Conservancy, before now, the Northeastern Bulrush was one of three plants
considered endangered in Pennsylvania. Despite its comeback, the plant continues to face threats
from habitat destruction caused by development and vehicular activity, which can disrupt its fragile
environments.
